When a family gathers together for a meal, say 
grace, i.e. Bless Lord our food which we have 
received, or a short passage from scriptures. 
Where two or three are gathered, Jesus is with 

If someone asked you, ‘Where were you when 
Christ died?’ what would you say? 

Most would hang their heads and say, ‘Two 
thousand years too late.’ But that would be 
wrong because every time the Holy Sacrifice of 
the Mass is offered, you are there. You are 
standing beside Our Lady. You are kneeling 
with St. John. You are at the foot of the Cross. 
St Paul’s letter to the Corinthians reminds us 
that when we come to Mass, we proclaim the 
death and Resurrection of the Lord, and we 
receive His Body and Blood in Holy 

Communion. 

I hope the fathers of our parish were 
thoroughly spoiled last weekend and we give 
thanks for all you do for your families. 

This weekend is the parish BBQ (it seems quite 
appropriate that the Gospel reading is the 
feeding of the crowd!) so I look forward to 
seeing you there. It is the first time we are 
doing this, so I know you will be patient if 
there are any hiccups!

Alpha will be run at St. Joseph the Worker 
on a Wednesday evening in the Parish Hall 
for 11 weeks from 17th September to 3rd 
December, with a break at half term, from 
7.15 to 9.00pm.
